COACHING STATEMENT: 
Tom’s coaching aims to help leaders meet or exceed performance goals while realizing their 
organization’s vision, mission and values. Through his coaching, leaders gain insight (even in 
complex and pressure-filled situations) and identify and implement solutions that achieve or 
surpass organizational objectives without sacrificing personal or organizational ideals. As a coach, 
Tom helps managers develop personally and lead effectively in the midst of the challenges of 
organizational growth (for example, when faced with a demand for high quality outcomes with 
shrinking resources). Dr. Curran and Leading Effect define the process of coaching as does the 
Center for Creative Leadership, “a formal engagement in which a qualified coach works with an 
organizational leader in a series of dynamic, confidential sessions designed to establish and 
achieve clear goals that will result in improved business effectiveness, both for the individual and 
the organization”.

Dr. Tom Curran has been coaching executives, managers, community leaders and mission-focused 
groups for more than sixteen years. In addition, Tom shares insights on leadership, vision, mission, 
dialogue and ethics as a conference speaker, facilitator, retreat leader and workshop presenter. He 
has given over 1300 presentations to more than 300,000 people in 36 states and six countries.  
Dr. Curran serves listeners as a coach through his live radio program “Sound Insight” which airs 
Monday through Friday across the Puget Sound and in the greater Spokane - northern Idaho area. 
He has produced 19 television programs that have been broadcast nationwide and distributed tens 
of thousands of formative and inspirational resources on audio and video. Tom has been an 
executive director and manager of several non-profit organizations, including being the North 
American Director of an international non-profit organization with offices in 40 countries.
